Mr. Schwartz moved, seconded by Dr. Venema, the Tiffin City Board of Education approve the resolution declaring it necessary to levy an additional tax for the purpose of current expenses and requesting the Seneca County Auditor to certify the total current tax valuation of the School District and the dollar amount of revenue that would be generated by that additional levy, pursuant to sections 5705.03 and 5705.21 of the revised code.

President Widman read a statement from Mrs. Smith supporting the recommended levy.  Dr. Venema agreed with Mrs. Smith’s statement and added the District cannot continue to operate with reductions only.  It also needs to increase revenue.  Mrs. Iannantuono stated the District compared property and income taxes and determined property tax is a better bargain for taxpayers.  She added the District’s tax rate is the lowest in Seneca County its per pupil expense is $2,000 less than the state average.  Mr. Schwartz stated schools are not immune to rising costs therefore additional revenue is needed.  He added State budget cuts compound that need.  President Widman stated it has been seven years since levying new money, which was only expected to last five years but through evaluation and hard work was stretched for two more.

Enrollment remains high with the number of students choosing vocational programs up even though the total number of students is down.  The Career Centers continue to do a good job attracting students.
